	Emergency Procedures

	If a spill occurs, and you are not contaminated, immediately retrieve spill kit and attempt to contain the spill, then notify Ashton by radio or phone and await further instructions 

	If a spill occurs and you are contaminated or have been splashed, immediately remove contaminated clothing and flush with water from the adjacent shed, then notify Ashton by radio or phone

	If a physical injury occurs contact Ashton by radio or phone




	Expected Result

	Working is to be completed as assigned within 20 minutes without any damage to the materials or spills

	Personal safety is paramount precautions take precedent over getting the job quickly
